ity of Damascus is partnering again this year

with the city’s two solid waste haulers, Hood-
view Disposal and Recycling and Waste Manage-
ment, to sponsor a “free” community cleanup pro-
gram. The city is coordinating the event and the
haulers will pick-up the debris. Your free clean-up
day will be on your regular garbage collection day
during the week of May 2-6, 2011.

The purpose of the program is to encourage indi-
vidual, residential property clean-up, reduce illegal
dumping and improve city livability.

THE Procram : Customers should prepare their
regular household garbage and recycling as nor-
mal. They will then have the opportunity to place
additional bulky items alongside their garbage
cans to be hauled away at no additional cost.

Bulky items include: bicycles, barbeques (no pro-
pane tanks), lawn mowers (no fluids), appliances,
scrap metal, tires (10 maximum), furniture, mat-
tresses, carpet, plumbing fixtures, and windows.
Some of these items will be recycled.

How much can you set out for pickup? As a

guideline, customers can set out the volume of
five garbage cans. We ask that you be reasonable in
consideration of these guidelines. Unreasonable
amounts will not be picked up.

Items that will not be picked up include: paint,
hazardous materials, yard debris, extra kitchen
garbage, liquids, animal waste, propane tanks, car
batteries, drums of liquid, dirt, sod, stumps, rock,

concrete, industrial waste, or commercial waste.
Other items may not be appropriate and may be
refused.

Citizens Want To Know: Comprehensive Plan Q& A

n the February newsletter,

wrote about what a compre-
hensive plan is. Last month,
I answered your questions
about when the Damascus
Comprehensive Plan be-
comes final. This month I
have written about the rela-
tionship between zoning and the city’s develop-
ment code.

: WHAT IS THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN ZONING
AND THE CITY’S DEVELOPMENT CODE?

: The city’s Zoning Map and Development

Code are not complete at this time. Zoning
is the tool for implementing the Comprehensive
Plan. Zoning guides what can be built now
versus the Comprehensive Plan which guides

the long term (20+ years) growth. Zoning
districts or “zones” are established on a map
to promote efficient and compatible land uses
around the city that are consistent with the
Comprehensive Plan Land Use Map. The
city’s zoning districts will be designated on
the city’s Zoning Map and all of the city’s
zoning regulations will be found in the city’s
Development Code.

The Development Code contains standards,
provisions and requirements for each zoning
district intended to protect the health, safety
and welfare of the citizens of Damascus by
ensuring that neighbors and adjacent properties
are protected from potential negative impacts in
the development and use of land.

The Development Code provides a means

of ensuring predictability and consistency

in the use of land and to guide and direct

the development of land to achieve a balance
between the desires of the individual property
owner and the citizens of Damascus.

The Development Code will set the provisions
for building heights, building setbacks,
landscaping requirements, allowable uses, etc.

: WHEN wiLL THE CITY BEGIN TO PROCESS LAND
USE APPLICATIONS?

A : Clackamas County will continue to
administer all land use applications

and building permits for Damascus until

the Comprehensive Plan, Zoning Map, and
Development Code is adopted by the City
Council and until these documents have full
acknowledgement from the State’s Land
Conservation and Development Commission
and are found to be in compliance with Metro’s
Urban Growth Functional Plan. When this is
completed the city will consider its options of
taking over administration of these services.

All uses and activities that legally exist prior

to the date of adoption of the Comprehensive
Plan, Zoning Map, and Development Code may
continue until such time when a property owner
chooses to redevelop or change the land use to
that which is consistent with the city plans.

State Will Review City’s Comprehensive Plan

he Land Conservation and Development

Commission (LCDC) is scheduled to review
Damascus’ Comprehensive Plan at its regular meeting
in Salem on April 21 and 22, 2011. The process for
acknowledging a new city’s comprehensive plan is
outlined in OAR 660-003; Procedure for review and
approval of compliance acknowledgement request.

Following the April 2011 hearing, LCDC will decide
whether Damascus’” Comprehensive Plan complies
with, partially complies with, or does not comply
with Oregon's statewide planning goals. If the city’s
plan partially complies with or does not comply with
the statewide goals, the city will have opportunity

to submit a revised plan or additional information
for further consideration by the commission.

If an additional commission hearing(s) should be
necessary, the department will notify parties who
participate in the April 21-22, 2011 hearing and who
had provided written comments to the department by
March 7,2011.Parties will have a minimum of 20 days to
submit additional written comments to the department
prior to the subsequent commission hearing.

Building a city can be compared
with building a new home. When
building a home you start with a
budget based on a location and
approximate size. When the citizens
voted to incorporate Damascus,
this determined the size and
location for our new city.

Did You Know?
Tips On Accessing
Website Information

Last month, I started this new column
to help familiarize you with the
city website: www.ci.damascus.
oruus and I wrote about accessing
information from the Homepage;
the page that shows up when you
first access the city website. This is
a page with updated information
on current relevant events which
often has highlighted links that will take you to more
information when you click on them. When you access
the Homepage, you will need to scroll down using the
arrows on the right-hand side of the page to see all of
the information posted there.

This month I will focus on the Calendar which is
accessible by clicking the right-hand side of your
mouse over the Calendar icon on the left-hand side of
the Homepage. You may access the Calendar by clicking
the left-side of your mouse on the italicized link. This
will take you into a new page with the current month’s
city calendar. You may select past months or upcoming
months by clicking on the previous or next links at the
top of the calendar. From the Calendar you may click on
an item to access the date, time, location and additional
information about a particular meeting or event such as
the agenda.

In addition, if you scroll down on the right-hand side
of the homepage you will see a listing of the next two
weeks of meetings and events. You may click on the link
of the meeting you are interested in and you will be
provided with information on that particular meeting
or event.

Tune in next month as more tips are revealed. In the
meantime, I invite you to explore. You can always click
the Home icon on the left-hand side of the page to get
back to where you started. If you can't see it scroll up
or down with the arrow on the right-hand side of your
screen.

prepared an estimate of 906 million dollars for the basic
city infrastructure, (roads, drinking water, waste water,
storm water and parks). This is a budget based on the
size of Damascus.

A detailed budget for each of the basic city
infrastructure elements will be developed over the next
two years. First a master plan for what is required will
be developed. Then a list of projects and a cost estimate
for each project will be created. This is similar to the
cost estimate a builder would prepare for a new house.
To finish the cost estimate, just as when building a house
we will need to make some decisions about what features
we want. There will be a series of meetings over the next
couple of years to develop the standards for our public
infrastructure, especially parks and roads.

A big question is: “Who should pay for this
construction?” In my opinion, growth should pay for
growth. The exception is if your septic system fails and
you need to connect to the sewers, you should also pay
for your share of the sewers. The same would be true for
drinking water. Everyone will need to pay for their share.

If growth pays for growth, how much will it cost? The

To qualify for our local contest, students must either live

current estimates for the city are 21,000 new homes
and 24,000 new jobs in Damascus over the next 50
to 100 years. An educated guess is that buildings
constructed for new jobs will pay for about 1/3 of the
new infrastructure. Dividing the number of new homes
into 2/3 of the 906 million budget estimate gives a cost
of $29,000 per new home. These costs are very similar
to those in the developing areas near Damascus, in
Gresham.

We will not know the actual number until the
infrastructure master plans are done. This process
will require a couple of years and will result in ballot
measures being presented to the voters to approve the
charges. This would be similar to signing the contract
with the builder for your new home.

Please watch for opportunities to serve on committees
or to give your input into deciding what we need to
build. Help us pick out the carpet and cabinets for our
new home.
